Risk Assessments

Outdoor Area

Two steps allow passage from the playroom and breakfast room onto the decking. Children are always given supervised access.
A strong and secure double gate has been fitted to the steep steps which lead from the decking down to the lawn  area. It is secured with barrel locks at the top and base, plus with a child-friendly smooth ‘chain’ type lock which is secured with a key.

The decking area has been secured with child safety rails and gradated steps have been made at the back so that children can safely walk onto the lawn area in gradual stages while maintaining their balance.

The shed has been securely locked with inside barrel locks at top and bottom and a padlocked key. The windows are always kept closed. Child safe toys are stored therein
Children are always supervised when in the garden in order to make sure that they do not ingest any plants, all of which are treated as potentially dangerous. Children always wash their hands when coming in fro the garden in order to eliminate the risk of having handled any potentially noxious substance. 

We also have cctv in the garden as an extra precaution so that in the unlikely event the childminder in the garden misses something, the other childminder will be able to monitor from indoors. No child is ever left unattended and the gates are never opened: neither the back door gate, which has been specially treated with a slippery paint to repel potential intruders, nor the step gates, which are kept permanently locked.

Children are kept away from the furniture covers on the decking, which are securely tied in order to avoid possible slipping or entanglement.

Sometimes, children sit on the decking for example, to paint in the sunshine. In that case, they use the children’s furniture provided.

Children never go to the front area other than to be dropped off and picked up and to be seated in the car.
